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INTRODUCTION

his book is the third volume of the collection
I of epigraphic and archaeological artifacts from
the Jawf valley, kept at the National Museum
of San‘ad’, and is devoted to a collection of funerary
stelae. In recent years, a large number of artifacts
originating from this region have been acquired by the
GOAM and the Ministry of Culture and gathered in
the National Museum, in order to prevent them from
being smuggled out of the country. Nevertheless, we
deplore the fact that all these pieces are coming from
illegal excavations.

This new collection is composed of 437
funerary stelae approximately dating from the 8th to
the Ist century BC. It completes a former collection
already published in the first volume of this collection
in 2006 which comprised 143 items. The origin of
these funerary stelae is unknown, due to the context
of their unearthing. According to the people that
delivered them at the Museum, many may come from
Khirbat Hamdan, the ancient Haram.

Just like it has been done for the second volume
of epigraphic and archeological artifacts from the Jawf
(ARBACH & AUDOUIN, 2007), this volume provides for
eachitemashortdescription, its inventory number from
the National Museum of San‘a’, its approximate date
based on the paleographic analysis, its picture, and, in
the case of an incised inscription, its reproduction in
south-arabic script, its transcription and vocalization.
Each description is written in English and Arabic. A
brief analysis of the style and onomastics precedes the
inventory.

Some trends relating to these funerary stelae
from the Jawf have already been highlighted in the
first volume of epigraphic and archeological artifacts
from the Jawf (ARBACH & SCHIETTECATTE, 2006). This
new study is an opportunity to clarify or to confirm
some of these.

The four categories introduced in the first study
have been maintained for the classification of the
new stelae; this stylistic distinction still appears to be
the most relevant feature to highlight chronological
evolutions. These categories are:

* Eye Stelae (mainly between the 8th and the 5th
century BC);

* Bas relief stelac (between the 5th and the 2nd
century BC);

* High relief stelae (c. 4th-3rd centuries BC);

« Stelae with incised face elements (mainly between
the 4th and the Istcentury BC).

The large number of stelae allows us to develop
for the first time a typological and chronological
analysis based on a sampling large enough to be
relevant. Nevertheless, these artifacts are still shrouded
in far too many unknowns, such as their real meaning
or their origin.

The onomastic study and several comparisons
with comparable productions from North-Arabia has
lead us to the question of the origin of this production
and/or the geographic origin of the population using
these stelae.

Do we have to consider, as it has been asserted
in the past, that these stelaec where made by people
coming from the North? Or that they were of Bedouin
origin? Or belonged to an unhappy few Middle and
North Arabian caravan traders that died and were
buried in the Jawf valley? Answering this issue is
uneasy. Cultural and commercial links between North
and South-Arabia were complex. It is well known
that the inhabitants from the Jawf valley played an
important role in the incense trade from the seventh
century onwards. Trade counters were established in
the middle and the North of the Arabian Peninsula and
commercial relationships stretched out as far as Gaza,
Tyr, Sidon, Egypt, Mesopotamia or Greece.

The iconographic and onomastic study carried
out while publishing this collection enables us to
propose new hypotheses on this point. Beside this
issue however, our main goal when publishing this
important corpus was to render it publicly accessible
and to submit it to the researchers involved in the study
of the South Arabian civilization. This not only for the
scientific and artistic value of these artifacts, but also
to heighten awareness among the Yemeni public and
the national and international institutions concerned
by the preservation of Yemen’s rich cultural heritage of
the massive plundering of the Jawf sites that has been
going on for many years. Indeed, approximately 600
funerary stelae from an entire graveyard were illegally
excavated and proposed as any other commercial item
on the national and international markets.

As a result of this phenomenon we are not able
to localize with precision the site these artifacts come
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from. It is therefore difficult — if not to say impossible
— to identify their archaeological and stratigraphic
context.

It is the duty of every Yemeni citizen concerned
by the history of his country to take care of its heritage
which suffers important looting in many places. To
put an end to the plundering and smuggling on these

sites, further cooperation is needed between Yemeni
people and international institutions concerned in
cultural heritage.

The looting is harmful to the writing of Yemen
history; it does a disservice to its knowledge and to
the Yemeni people.



CHAPTER 1

STYLISTIC ANALYSIS

Anthropomorphic funerary stelae in South Arabia

Stelac published in this volume are all
anthropomorphic funerary stelae from the Jawfregion.
However, this is not the only region which has yielded
anthropomorphic funerary stelae. Such artifacts have
been found in three different arcas: the Jawf valley,

Monolithic vertical
monument, most
often funerary, with
an epigraphic or fig-
urative ornament.

that mostly consisted of the
kingdom of Ma‘in; the site
of Ma’rib, ancient capital
of the kingdom of Saba’;
and the site of Hayd Ibn
‘Aqil, cemetery of the town
of Tamna‘®, capital of the
ancient kingdom of Qataban.
(see map below). Stelae
discovered in these regions
all have several common

characteristics: an incised or in relief representation
of the main face features of the deceased, in a
conventional and schematic non realistic style. Each
region nonetheless yielded specific types of stelae.
As such, the Jawf stelae form an autonomous and
homogenous production.

Brief history of the Jawf anthropomorphic funerary
stelae

Until recently, only a few stelae coming from
the Jawf valley had been published.! Among those,
none had been discovered in regular archaeological
excavations. Their context was therefore unknown.

The 2006 acquisition by the San‘a’ National
Museum of 143 stelae coming from the plundering
of the Jawf sites and the discovery of 23 stelae on the
excavation of the graveyard of Baraqish by the Italian
archaeological mission recently gave us the possibility
to eclaborate a typology and to precise a chronological
frame and possible stylistic influences.?

The incoming of the 437 new stelae published
here is considerable as it represents alone the three
quarters of the Jawf funerary stelaec known to this
day. This makes it possible to go deeper into certain
previous hypotheses regarding the typology and
especially their origin and evolution.

The making of the stelae

The stelae all present common features. They
are made of shaped rectangular stone slabs.

The material is mostly hard limestone, less
frequently sandstone (Nb 207, 218, 239, and 258) or
alabaster (Nb 10, 422, 423, 424, 425, 426, 427, and
428). These materials are in no way exotic: limestone
and sandstone are found naturally in the Jawf region,
anciently exploited alabaster veins are known in the
vicinity of Sirwah, about sixty kilometres away from
the Jawf valley.

The making of the stelae can be divided in four
steps:

1. Shaping and evening of surfaces

The back of the stela needed only a small
investment and was often simply roughed out by large
removals. It was maybe not intended to be visible if
the stelaec were inserted in masonry. The sides were
roughly cut. The shaping of the front face bearing the
inscription and the anthropomorphic features can vary.
The decoration may be incised on the natural face of
the stone if it is flat enough (Nb 134). In most cases,
the front face was wasted (Nb 181), hammered with
a bush hammer (Nb 168) or a chisel (Nb 169). The
dressed face was sometimes evened with techniques
leaving visible traces: scraping marks, grooves
(Nb 182 and 343); a sunken stripe may sometimes
have bordered the dressed face (Nb 150). In general,
the front face was worked in a homogenous way. In
two cases only was the lower part of the front face
more roughly treated, which might have indicated the
presence of a stake, the stela having then been driven
into the earth (Nb 8 and 240). How these stelaec were
arranged is still unknown. The representation of the
stelae driven into the earth is currently predominant.?
However, as there is no stake in almost all cases, they
could also have been inserted in a piece of masonry, as

it has been suggested when the cemetery of Baraqish
was excavated.* Another possibility is that the stelae
were backed against the outer wall of the tomb, since
three stelae were found in such an arrangement by
S. Antonini.> These different types of arrangements
may have varied depending on the amount of work
spend on the funerary structure. The latter may also
be linked to the various degrees of refinement that can
be observed on the stelae themselves.

2. Decoration of the front face

Were carved or incised on the front face
several anthropomorphic face features (the eyes, the
pupils, the nose, the nostrils, the mouth, the arch of
the eyebrows, the eyebrows themselves, the ears, the
beard, the moustache and/or the outline of the face)
and the name of the deceased. They were represented
in three possible ways:

* The most frequent and most simple one was to
incise the outline of the face features. This technique
is used for the stelae with incised face elements and
most of the Eye Stelae.

* The second technique consisted in leaving some
face elements in slight relief by lowering the
dressing plane of the slab around them. The eyes
and mouth could be left in relief in such a way
or incised. This technique concerns the bas relief
stelae and a few Eye Stelae, where the eyes appear
in slight relief (Nb 2, 7, 11, and 14).

» The last way was to represent the head in high
relief or even in the round. These stelae have been
grouped in the high relief stelae type.

3. Incision of the name of the deceased

The name of the deceased was almost
systematically written under the face representation.
It was always incised but the incision can be more or
less careful. In some cases it is quite coarse (Nb 92),
the letters not being regularly spaced according
to the width of the stela (Nb 278). In other cases,
on the contrary, the carving is very neat and the
letters are spaced out harmoniously within the stela
width (Nb 197 and 343) and are fitted between to
horizontal guide-lines (Nb 49). In some rare cases,
the background of the inscription is more smoothly
dressed than the rest of the stela (Nb 192).

We chose to differentiate the second and third
steps for two reasons. Firstly, it is possible that several
of these stelae had been prepared separately, before
the death of the person they commemorate. Therefore,

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the name of the deceased was not necessarily known
beforehand and could have been added on the already
made stela at the moment of the burial. Secondly,
some stelae show a careful treatment of the face
features and a coarse inscription (Nb 43, 59, and 71
for example), the two operations probably being the
work of different artisans.

4. Painting

A fourth step is only found on part of the stelae:
on several, whatever category, traces of red pigment
are still visible, over the entire front face or over
certain elements (face or face elements, inscription).
This operation is not necessarily the last one. Stela
nb 239 shows that pigments were laid on the dressed
face of the stela before the incision of the face features
and inscription, so as to produce a contrast between
the red paint and the yellow stone showing in the
incisions. In other cases, stela nb 104 for instance,
pigments cover the dressed surface and the incisions,
painting being therefore the last operation in the
making of the stelae.

A few particular cases are to be mentioned:
twin stelae with incised face elements (Nb 205); an
Eye Stela with the full-length representation of a man
in the middle part, under the inscription (Nb 434); a
bas relief face on a limestone masonry bloc (Nb 436).
Their descriptions can be referred to.

Simplified treatment and re-use

We have already stressed how simplified and
coarse the execution of the face elements or inscription
could be. The same economy of means could express
itself in the re-use of masonry blocs.

Indeed, many stelac are realised on slabs
presenting pecked panels framed with smooth strips
(the “pecked and drafted masonry”’), characteristic of
the South Arabian monumental architecture. (Nb 124,
157, 183, 209, 242, 309, 314, and 320). Nonetheless,
one should stay cautious on this point. It is possible
that what we consider to be independent stelaec were
in fact representations incised on the walls of a built
structure, such as the representation of the deceased
on the walls of the necropolis south of the temple
Awwam in Ma’rib.* However, if this was the case, the
representation would probably not be carved on a slab,
but rather on a stone bloc, like nb 436. Stela nb 275
is another example of the re-use of architectural
material.

Other types of re-use have been observed. One
example is an inscribed slab re-used as a funerary
stela (Nb 133). The inscription is partially worn away
and the slab has been re-carved after a 90° turn. The

initial inscription still partially shows perpendicularly
to the representation and name of the deceased.

In some cases, an entire funerary stela has been
re-used for another person. The deceased’s name is
then simply added above the previous name (Nb 202)
or written over it after having carved it out, roughly
(NDb 268) or thoroughly (Nb 357). Stelanb 211 is more
ambiguous. An inscription on its side mentions the
tomb of Hayaw dhu-Natha® whereas the name of the
deceased on the front face is La‘s "™ It is difficult to
decide whether the stela has been re-used for another
deceased or if the side inscription was made at a time
when the slab was no more a funerary stela. It would
then have been laid flat so as to make the inscription
visible and easily readable.

Crossing-outs, pentimenti and opprobrium

Two stelae seem to have had a special treatment.
One (Nb 237) is a slab on which the incised outline of
the face and nose are off-centre. Above these features,
a second centred face has been incised, showing the
outline, the eyebrows, eyes, nose and mouth. Possibly,
the face was incised anew, in order to re-centre it after
a lateral piece of the slab had been broken off. It is
also a possibility that a wrong start made it necessary
to balance the composition and thus modify the initial
project. The other (Nb 373) is a stela on which the
inscription seems to have been hammered. The reasons
for this could be numerous. Opprobrium would be a
tempting hypothesis but nothing confirms it.

Fakes ?

In spite of the disparities in the quality of
the decoration and inscription of the stelae, some
being very coarse (Nb 273) while others are much
more thoroughly carved (Nb 40), the South Arabian
funerary stelae remain rather unsophisticated,
generally showing an economy of means. Some of
them are obviously the deed of non-specialists. As it
is easy to imitate such objects, the issue of fakes has
to be discussed (Nb 19, 92, 136, 152, 374, 384, 394,
and 396 for exemple).

The existence of fakes cannot be ruled out but
a number of observations tend to indicate that it is not
the case:

» some of the very coarse stelae show traces of worn
out red pigments, as on most of the other stelae;

« the inscriptions are coherent;

* the stelae have not been sold to the museum one
by one but as a batch. Considering there was a
important number of them, it would hardly have
been of any interest to add a few fake ones.
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Dating issues

The funerary stelae can be dated according to
the excavation data or by a palacographic analysis of
the inscription they bear.

In the present case, the excavation data is
absent, the stelae coming from illegal excavations. It
must be underlined that the excavations of Baraqish
alone yielded stratigraphic context and dating for the
funerary stelae in the Jawf valley.” The stelae found
in a specific stratigraphic context would be dated to
the two last centuries BC. The excavation data is still
under study and the precise chronological span still
has to be determined.

In order to date the stelae, we have therefore
relied on a palacographic study of the inscriptions.
It must be highlighted that some limits are inherent
to such dating methods. Indeed some inscriptions
are too irregular to be dated, and the evolution in
the written form is not linear: some forms that were
thought to be successive have in fact turned out to
be contemporaneous. Furthermore, some archaism
phenomena have been pointed out, in that an older
written form might have been used in later times. In
addition, the funerary stela inscriptions are generally

coarse, irregular texts, that do not imply trained stone-
cutters.

The dating possibilities are therefore limited to
the proportions of the letters in respect one another,
the flared footings at the end of the vertical strokes or
the evolution of the curved shape of the letters. The
stelae can be thus dated within a range of one or two
centuries and it is more a question of establishing a
relative chronology of the stelae than of anchoring
them in an absolute chronology. Moreover, about
forty stelae could not be dated, either owing to a
too irregular written form, or simply because of the
absence of any inscription.

Chrono-typology of the stelae

Studying the vast corpus of anthropomorphic
funerary stelae lead us to distinguish four main
categories with an iconographical, technical and
chronological coherence:

» Eye Stelae (mainly between the 8th and the 5th
century BC);

* Bas relief stelae (between the 5th and the 2nd
century BC);

» High relief stelae (c. 4th-3rd centuries BC);

* Stelae with incised face elements (mainly between
the 4th and the 1st century BC).

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The chronological distribution of the different
stela types against their palacographic datings is
represented in the graph opposite.

1. Eye Stelae

The Eye Stelae are the first -category.
The terminology is a translation of C. Rathjens’
“Augenstelen”.® They show a pair of eyes, incised or
in relief, in shape of a lozenge (Nb 3, 5, 9, and 10), a
circle (Nb 7, 11, and 14), a moon crescent (Nb 8), or
an almond (Nb 1,4, 6, 12, 13, 15, 16, 17, and 18). The
detail of the pupil is sometimes represented.

Among the nineteen Eye Stelae listed here, three
could not be dated (Nb 17, 18, and 19). The others are
all dated between the 8th and 4th centuries BC and
tend to rarefy from the 5th century BC onward. In the
meanwhile, other types of funerary anthropomorphic
stelae develop. This chronological distribution also
applies to the twenty-one Eye Stelae published by
G. Garbini,’ showing written forms characteristic of
the period lasting from the 8th to the 6th century BC.
It is also the case for two out of the three Eye Stelae
kept in the Aden Museum and photographed by A.
A. Aqil: the inscription borne by stelae NAM 244
and NAM 1721 is of an archaic form whereas stela
NAM 95 seems to have been made in a later period
(c. 3rd century BC).'°

Eye Stelae thus appear to be an archaic form of
the anthropomorphic stelae. They are mainly known
from the 8th to the 5th century BC and not later than
the 4th-3rd centuries BC (NAM 95 or the wooden
stela RES 4746, kept at the Hamburg Museum fiir
Volkerkunde).

2. Bas relief Stelae

On these, the whole face is represented in a
low, generally sunken relief, the stone being cut away
around the ornament, which is left in slight relief.

This type appears around the 7th-6th centuries
but actually develops between the 5th and the 2nd
century BC. The rise of their number parallels that of
the stelae with incised face elements. Nonetheless, the
proportion of bas relief stelae falls from the 3rd century
onward to the benefit of the stelae with incised face
elements. If both types appear contemporaneously,
the latter outlasts the former by several centuries.

The most ancient known bas relief stelae are
dated to the 7th-6th centuries BC (Nb 20 and 21) and
show an art that is still in its infancy. They do not

present any real homogeneity and the faces are still
squat. On the other hand, the arcs of the eyebrows are
represented and meet at the top of the vertical band-
shaped nose.

From the 6th century onward, the bas relief
stelae type gains in regularity and homogeneity. Faces
are represented in an elongated manner, sometimes
by an elongated downward-tipped triangle (Nb 22
for instance). This “elongated style” is very frequent
between the 6th and the 4th century BC but tends to
rarefy from there on.

The forehead and the arc of the eyebrows are
represented by a horizontal band in slight relief.
Perpendicular is a vertical band for the nose. The
outline of the face itself is indicated by a low relief
difference. The eyes and almond-shaped mouth can
either be in slight relief (Nb 22, 28, 31, 52, and 62) or
incised (Nb 23, 24, 27, 30, 32, 34, 39, 40, 41, 44, 46,
48, 51, 56, 58, and 84).

Variants of this type can be observed. On some
stelae, although their iconography and general layout
are similar, the face elements are all incised, except
the lozenge-shaped eyes, in slight relief (Nb 25, 35,
49, 74, and 76). This variant would be in use from
the 5th-4th centuries BC (Nb 25) until the 3rd-2nd
centuries BC (Nb 63, 74, 76, and 79).

Another variant consists in outlining the
face with a narrow band in slight relief, sometimes
imitating a beard by widening under the chin (Nb 26,
37,43,59, 50, 67, and 71). This variant appears in the
5th-4th centuries BC (Nb 26) and lasts until the 3rd-
2nd centuries BC (Nb 67 and 71).

A tendency to shorter faces is very clear from
the 4th-3rd centuries BC onward. The bas relief stelae
then model on the almost canonical iconographical
style of the stelae with incised face elements, which
dominate the stela production from the 4th to the 1st
century BC. The proportions are those of the stelae
with incised face elements. The slight relief technique
is limited to the face outline, forehead, and nose
while the remaining face elements are incised (Nb 33,
38, 42, 65, 66, 72, and 75). In some cases, the only
element treated in relief is the face outline, all others
being incised (Nb 47, 54, 61, 69, and 77).

Except for some rare variants of the slight relief
clongated face stelae, with a slight relief treatment of
the eyes or the band-shaped beard (Nb 67 and 71), the
3rd-2nd centuries examples are all rather sqat and the
relief is limited to the face outline (Nb 57, 60, 68, 70,
73,78,80,81,82,and 83). This phenomenon reinforces
the trend toward homogenization between bas relief
stelae and stelae with incised face elements.
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3. Stelae with incised face elements

This type constitutes 67,5% of the published
stelae and show a relative homogeneity. Among the
total of 295 stelae, 260 have been roughly dated
through palacography. These stelae are particularly
rare at the periods during which the Eye Stelae
predominate. A few coarse examples are known for
the 7th-6th centuries BC (Nb 103 and 105). The
face elements that have been gradually taking shape
during this formative period then perpetuate in a more
regular form (Nb 104, 106, and 107).

The stelae with incised face elements take over
the iconography that had been developed on the bas
relief stelae, of which they might be only an incised,
less time-consuming variant (Nb 106 and 108). The
incised elements are a horizontal line near the top
of the stela to indicate the forehead, the outline of a
band-shaped nose, and thick lozenge-shaped eyes,
topped by lancet arched eyebrows.

Around the 5th-4th centuries, the characteristics
of the stelae with incised face elements are fixed and
hardly evolve until the end of their production:

» the outline of the face can be a curved line
(Nb 111), a bottom-tipped triangle (Nb 112) or a
trapezium (Nb 109), less often and from the 4th
century onward a rectangle (Nb 114);

» the eyes are suggested by a simple incised line
drawing the shape of an almond (Nb 109) or a
lozenge (Nb 111), sometimes topped by two curved
lines indicating the eyebrows (Nb 109);

* the nose is represented by an incised line drawing
three or four sides of a rectangle (resp. Nb. 109 and
112);

* the mouth, when indicated, takes the form of a
lozenge (Nb 109) or an oval (Nb 112);

e some elements are featured in rare cases, such as
ears (see below), teeth, represented by a horizontal
line and short vertical bars (Nb 227 and 224), pupils
(Nb 154) or a moustache (Nb 154), a simple line
above the mouth.

Nothing allows us to suggest a linear evolution
from a course to a more refined style or the other way
around. The different degrees of care in the production
of stelae seem to be the result of a deliberate choice: the
less sophisticated stelae (less carefully processed and/
or showing a small number of face elements) are the
expression of an economy of means more than a form
of archaism or decadence. Therefore we subscribe to
the idea formulated by G. Garbini and later defended
by S. Antonini, that the obvious differences on the
stelae with incised face elements are of a formal and
not chronological nature.'?

From the 4th century to the end of the
production of funerary anthropomorphic stelae, at
the turn of Christian Era, the stelae with incised face
elements constitute the vast majority of the corpus.
They are less time and effort-consuming that the more
carefully carved high relief stelae. As it has already
been mentioned, they can be seen as a substitution for
the 6th to 4th century elongated face bas relief stelae
(see for instance nb 124) or the high relief stelae. We
believe it to be the case for the incised stelae featuring
a trapezium-shaped face with large ears (Nb 146, 155,
201, 202, 208, 220, 226, 281, 288, 292, 302, 345,
363, 368, and 369). The large ears, seldom figured on
the incised stelae but very frequent on the high relief
stelae, might be an influence from the latter. Indeed
they appear around the 4th-3rd centuries BC, which is
the period to which the high relief stelae were dated
(when possible).

4. High relief stelae

High relief stelae, sometimes even sculpted in
the round, are less frequent. The thirty-one examples in
this corpus can be divided in two subtypes. As most of
these stelae are broken and the inscriptions missing or
unreadable, the dating was rarely possible. Only four
of them could be dated to the 4th-3rd centuries BC.
Hence, no chronological analysis can be conducted.

The first type consists of plane rectangular
limestone slabs with a high relief representation of the
face. As in previous categories, the forehead forms a
here convex upper band, the eyebrows join above the
nose bridge. The almond or lozenge-shaped eyes are
either in relief (Nb 398, 399, 400, 401, 402, 415, 418,
419, and 421), or — and this is a novelty — cut out. The
hollow would then receive an incrustation in another
material (Nb 403, 404, 409, 410, 411, 412, 413, 414,
416, 417, and 420). Furthermore, the vast majority of
these representations include large circular ears on
each side of the face (Nb 398, 399, 400, 401, 402,
410, 411, 412, 413, 414, 415, 416, 417, 418, 419,
and 420). Lastly, a beard is sometimes indicated by a
string pattern outlining the chin (Nb 408), sometimes
by an incised line (Nb 412), or even by a slight relief
difference (Nb 398, 399, 400, 402, 403, 405, 406, 407,
410, 411, 416, 419, and 420).

The second type groups the high relief or
in the round alabaster stelae, probably intended
to be inserted in a niche, as were the alabaster
portraits fitted into the limestone niched pillars of
the Awwam temple at Ma’rib.!* The face elements
are schematically represented, with little originality
compared to the previous types. They can raise on a
plane background (Nb 422), or be carved on a slightly
rounded background, the eyebrows and nose being
left in relief (Nb 423, 424, 425, 426, 427, and 428).

To sum up, the study of the 437 stelae from the
Jawfregion kept in the San‘a’ National Museum led to
the distinction of three major phases in the evolution
of anthropomorphic stelae.

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CHAPTER 2

INSCRIPTIONS AND ONOMASTICS

It is well known that South Arabian kingdoms
witnessed important changes in the fields of
architecture, material culture, and therefore lifestyle at
the end of the second millennium BC. As aresult, cities
started to grow as well as their monumental buildings;
this also corresponds to the appearance of the alphabet
in South Arabia. The South Arabian Peninsula saw an
economical and political flowering during the first
millennium BC especially along the flooded valleys
opening onto the Ramlat al-Sab‘atayn.

Therefore a new urbanized civilization emerged
along the Jawf valley, the wadi Dhana, the wadi
Bayhan, and the wadi Hadramawt. Nevertheless, the
urbanization did not put an end to the Bedouin way
of life.

These aspects are to be kept in mind when
considering the funerary stelae and the names written
on them. This collection of funerary stelaec (437
items) displays a great number of proper names
including some never attested before in South Arabian
inscriptions. These names raise questions about the
geographic origin of the inhabitants who settled
down in the Jawf valley and those whose journey led
them to cross the region. Do we have to regard these
names as endogenous? Could they be the names of
nomadic people that used to settle down on the edge
of the urbanized areas? Or could they be the names of
caravan traders who used to cross the South Arabian
kingdoms on their way to Najran, Qaryat al-Faw, al-
‘Ula, Mada’in Salih, Gaza, Tyr and beyond?

Some answers can be sought in onomatics.
If we consider the proper names in South Arabian
inscriptions, we observe that most of them are
made of a verb and the name of a deity. In some
cases, compound names are made of a verb or a
name associated to one of the names generally used
by important people such as kings. South Arabian
inscriptions also mention names with simple non-
compound schemes well known in Arabic language
— fa‘ala, fa‘il, fa‘tl, maf al, af*ala, tafa“‘al, istafala,
etc. These names are usually followed by a definite or
indefinite suffix (ntin or mim).

On the stelae published in this volume, some
of these features do appear but do not characterize the
whole corpus; many peculiarities are to be mentioned.
This is highlighted by the proper name classification.

The proper name classification

Four name groups can be identified: the
compound names including the name of a deity, the
compound names without the name of a deity, the
simple names made according to the schemes known
in Arabic, and the family names or epithets.

1. The compound names including a deity’s name

This collection comprises eighty-seven
compound names using the name of the god Il (see
List of Proper Names and their frequency in the
texts). This god played a major role in the pantheon of
Haram, in the Jawf, during the 8th and 7th centuries
BC (cf. inscriptions Haram 5, Haram 11). Il had also
a special position in the pantheon of Ugarit, Palestine
or Mesopotamia. In Southern Arabia, the cult of Il
might have given way to the dominant cult of ‘Athtar;
he disappeared from the group of official deities.
Nevertheless, his name lasted through the compound
proper names for several centuries.

One name includes the name of the deity “Athtar,
one of the most important deities in the South Arabian
pantheons (Nb 145). Many temples were devoted to
his cult, particularly in the Jawf valley.

Several names (‘Abdwadd, Hagamwadd,
Harwadd, Waddyad, Zaydwadd) use the name of the
deity Wadd. This god also played a large part in the
pantheons and cults of the Jawf valley, in particular
in Qarnaw (Ma‘in) and Nashshan (al-Sawda’). Like
‘Athtar, the cult of Wadd was not limited to the Jawf.
This god appears in almost all the pantheons of the
South Arabian kingdoms.

The deity Shams appears twice in the name
‘Abdshams and ‘Alshams. This deity extended its
influence in Southern Arabia, especially during the
early Christian era, probably following the increasing
contacts and the penetration of Arabs from Central
and Northern Arabia.

Ba‘l’anas could also be a compound name
based on Ba‘l (“Master”), one of the epithets of the
god Almaqah, the tutelary god of Saba’.

We also wonder whether the names Hafan-
hamay, Hafanham, Hamaya, Hamim, etc., mentioned
only once, could be linked to the goddess dhat-Hamim,
particularly worshiped in the Sabaean kingdom. This

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is also true of the names ‘Azzan (mentioned twice)
and ‘Aziz (mentioned once), maybe linked with the
deity al-‘Uzza mentioned in the Qur’an and South
Arabian inscriptions.

Finally, some names include “Abb” (Father)
and “*Amm” (Uncle). We do not know whether those
names had any connection with the world of gods.
Nevertheless, it can be reminded that “Abb” could be
a reminiscence of Wadd, both names being frequently
associated in the expression “Wadd Abb”, and that
‘Amm was one of the main deities in the Qatabanian
pantheon.

2. The compound names without the name of a deity

Several proper names are made of a verb and
a name: Awsbarar, Binghayth, Binhani’, Hanfahm,
Hah‘am, Han‘amman, etc. Most of these names appear
for the first time.

3. The simple names and their derivatives

This corpus comprises many simple names or
a name derivative according to one of the schemes
listed below. About a hundred names are without
any definite or indefinite article, Twenty-six names
appearing on thirty-six stelae have definite articles
and five names, on six stelae, indefinite articles. The
complete classification of the non-compound names
according to the different schemes is as follows:

The whole group of non-compound names
includes 132 names plus thirty-four epithets or family
names. Among these, thirty-seven are unattested and
nine are known in the North Arabian inscriptions,
particularly in Safaitic and Thamudic.

4. The family names and epithets

This collection includes only thirty-four
funerary stelae displaying proper names followed by
an epithet or a family name, that is to say only 8.9%
of the stelae. This proportion is surprisingly low if we
consider the high frequency of their mentioning in
monumental inscriptions from the Jawf, particularly
in Ma‘in during the first millennium BC.

We only found eight family or clan names
attested in the minaean inscriptions: Hdkt, Hmy, M's’,
Milg, OQbt, Obw, Rymn, S™yl.

The other family names and epithets are: //,
‘rgg, ‘vd, Bhtr, Bs'n, Dfgn, Gn’, Grn, Hnd, Hfin, Ktbn,
Ls'm, L s°n, Mrn, Mtfd, Nt, Nwr, Odl, Smmn, Tmyn,
Y'n, Y1, Yf'n, Zbd.

Concluding remarks

Looking at the stelae published in this volume,
one is struck by the scarcity of the use of articles —-m
or -n (only 11% of the stelae). The same is true of
the rarity of the use of family names on stelae (only
8.9%).

These singularities of the Jawf funerary stelae
onomastics break with what is known of the onomastic
tradition through the monumental inscriptions of the
Jawf valley. On the other hand, these peculiarities
are frequent in the Central and Northern Arabian
tradition of onomastics. Do these characteristics have
to be linked to the penetration of Arab populations,
which are known to have brought important changes
in the Jawf valley onomastics from the 2nd century
BC onward?'* Probably not if we consider that these
particularities appear before this late episode of the

regional history. The existence of stelae dating back
to before the Arab penetration in the Jawf inspired
Ch. Robin another hypothesis:'s that of the coexistence
of two types of population in the Jawf valley, one
Arab, the other South Arabian, as early as the origins
of the South Arabian civilization. This hypothesis
could be held as long as funerary stelae showing
such particularities stayed relatively rare. However,
it cannot be maintained anymore, considering the
large number of stelae that have been brought to our
knowledge and the high incidence of these anomalies.
It would indeed be difficult to defend that a group of
population, totally unheard of in archaeological and
epigraphical data, could be associated to almost all the
graves indicated by a stela. If these proved to be those
of this Arab population group, it would imply that the
funerary practices of the Jawf valley autochthons still
haven’t been discovered — which could however not
be entirely excluded, considering the small number of
excavations conducted in the region.

In fact, we would privilege the hypothesis of
stelae reflecting an onomastic tradition attached to
a lower social class, that doesn’t appear (or hardly
appears) in the large monumental inscriptions. It
would be characterised by the use of the first name of
the deceased only, without nunation or mimation.'®

Even if most of the stelac were produced by
the local population, a small number of them could
have been made for deceased of different cultural
origins (caravan traders, nomads, Mineans established
in Northern Arabia, Central or Northern Arabian
populations). Indeed eleven names found on the stelae
are until now attested only in North Arabia (2.9%
of the corpus). Among them, most are only attested
by one to three occurrences in North Arabia and
can therefore not be considered as definitely North
Arabian. A still to be discovered attestation of their
use in South Arabia would render the geographical

attribution null and void. On the other hand, six of 15

them are frequently attested in Northern Arabia and
never in Southern Arabia except on the here mentioned
funerary stelae. These are ‘yd (eighteen occurrences),
zn (eight occurrences), Fk/ (six occurrences), Sfyn
(fourteen occurrences) et Zd’/ (twenty occurrences).
In these five cases, the commemorated deceased could
possibly be of North Arabian origin. Furthermore, one
stela displays what could be a North Arabian script
(NDb 98) but nothing is less certain.

This onomastic study shows that our knowledge
ofthe origin and nature of the South Arabian population
is still in its infancy. The region of the Jawf needs
legal excavations in order to fill in the archaeological
and epigraphical gaps.
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CHAPTER 3

COMPARISONS WITH SABA’, QATABAN, AND
NORTHERN ARABIA

Parallels wthin South Arabia

As already said, the Jawf wvalley is not
the only region in South Arabia to have yielded
anthropomorphic funerary stelae. Closely or more
distantly stylistically related anthropomorphic stelae
have been unearthed in the necropoles of Ma’rib and
Tamna*, the capitals of the neighbouring kingdoms of
Saba’ and Qataban.

These two stela groups attest the deep setting
of this funerary practice in South Arabia, expressing
a continuity that cannot be limited to the Jawf valley.
They also shed a new light on the issue of the practice
being imported or endogenous.

1. The kingdom of Saba’

In the Sabean sphere, the necropolis of Ma’rib,
near the Awwam temple, yielded two types of
anthropomorphic representations. The first one shows
the head of the deceased, in relief or in the round, set
in a niche cut in the upper part of a pillar. The name
of the deceased is written below or above the niche.
Niched pillars with relief or in the round portraits have
been found in large numbers during the excavation of
the necropolis and possibly date to its main occupation
period (7th to 3rd century BC).!” The written form of
their inscriptions reinforces this dating.

The second type represents the head of the
deceased in low relief or simply incised on the
outer face of monumental tombs, in a schematic
and conventional manner. The name of the deceased
is also incised below or above the representation.
Surprisingly, the quite coarse portraits carved on
the tomb walls adjoin carefully incised foundation
inscriptions. The sometimes archaic written form of
these inscriptions would indicate that the engraving of
the face took place in a second phase closely following
the first occupation of the tomb.!® In any case, their
appearance would date back to before the 2nd century
BC, since some of them were reused in the 2nd century
rampart of Ma’rib.!? Jawf stela nb 436 offers a striking
parallel to this type of representation.

2. The kingdom of Qataban

Hundreds of funerary stelae or inscribed
inscribed stela bases have been unearthed at Hayd ibn
‘Aqil, the graveyard ofthe Qatabanian capital Tamna“.>
This corpus can be divided in six categories:?!

» Rectangular stelae with face representation;
» Square stelae with face representation;

* Non figurative stelae;

e Stelae with bull head;

e Stelae with high relief representation of the
deceased as head-and-shoulders or full-length
portraits;

 Stelae with head of the deceased sculpted in the
round.

The first of these categories, the rectangular
stelae with face representation, is quite rare in the
Qatabanian sphere but shows close parallels with
the Jawf anthropomorphic stelac. These Qatabanian
stelae include two with eye representation and three
with face representation.”> Who were the people
behind the making of these stelae? Could they have
come from the Jawf valley? Several elements tend to
confirm this hypothesis: it is known that a group of
population from the Jawf valley had settled down on
the Qatabanian site of Tamna“ and buried its dead in
the nearby cemetery.”> Furthermore, only one of the
four preserved names is followed by the family/lineage
name and to none of them a mimation or nunation is
added, which differs from the Qatabanian uses.

The second category, the square stelae with face
representation, is also iconographically very close to
some of the Jawf stelae, in the way the eyebrows meet
above the nose or in the shape of the eyes. Indeed the
bas relief stela nb 20 and the stela with incised face
elements nb 106, dating respectively to the 7th-6th and

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6th-5th centuries BC, can be compared in this respect
to the square Qatabanian stela TC 1668, and the
inscription free stela nb 91 to the square Qatabanian
stela MuB 461.%° These similarities would seem to
indicate a common iconographical origin for both
clearly distinguished types of stelae, the Jawf stelae
with incised face elements, and the square Qatabanian
stelae.

Lastly, high relief stelae from the Jawf and
from the Qatabanian sphere are surprisingly similar,
as shown for instance by the comparison between
Jawf stela nb 398 and Qatabanian stela TC 2259.%¢

3. South Arabia: distinct regional practices despite
common cultural references

Although punctual parallels can be established
between Jawf and Sabean or Qatabanian stela types,
either in their iconography or in general layout, they
constitute distinct categories with a limited extend.
Representations of the deceased on the outer wall
of monuments or on free-standing pillars are only
known at Ma’rib, whereas square stelac with face
representation or stelae with a bull head are typically
Qatabanian, etc.

Nonetheless, these different more or less
contemporaneous productions reveal common
funerary practices consisting in a rough representation
of the face features of the deceased and the mention
of his name. The very sober nature of all of these
representations stresses that they share common
cultural references.

However, the simultancous development of
stela productions in the Jawf, at Ma’rib, and in Qataban
makes it impossible to establish clear influences from
one region to another.

A North Arabian influence?

South Arabian funerary stelae show close
iconographic and onomastic parallels with similar
North Arabian productions. Bas relief stela nb 21,
for instance, dated to the 6th century, strongly recalls
some of the Tayma“ funerary stelae bearing an Aramaic
inscription.?” Stela nb 152, with incised face elements,
also shows eyebrows meeting in the middle to mark
the nose bridge and lying 8-shaped close-set eyes, thus
reminding the Hirbet Rizqeh stelae.?® Lastly, parallels
can also be established between the Jawf Eye Stelae
and the Tayma“ stelae.”

These stylistic and iconographic parallels
are reinforced by the use of several proper names
seemingly typical of North Arabia, which led
G. Garbini to interpret these stelaec as artefacts of
northern origin, introduced in Yemen by groups of
northerners.*

However, a systematic study of North Arabian
stelae does not confirm this hypothesis in any way. As
this was already developed elsewhere,*' we will only
go briefly over the main points of the discussion.

Three areas have yielded anthropomorphic
stelaec in North Arabia: Tayma’, Petra, in Jordan,
Mada’in Salih (these two sites constituting the
Nabataean chrono-geographical sphere), and Khirbet
Rizqgeh, on the border between Jordan and Saudi
Arabia.

1. Stelae from Tayma*

The Tayma“ stelac can be divided into two
groups: the first one includes rectangular stelae with
a rather standardized face representation (almond-
shaped eyes, a narrow band nose connecting to
slightly arched eyebrows). The palacographic study
of the inscriptions they bear reveals Imperial Aramaic
script, dating to the 5th-4th centuries BC.?? In the
seventies, G. Garbini, advocate of a short chronology
for South Arabia placing the most ancient South
Arabian stelae no earlier than the 5th century BC,
could only postulate the anteriority of the North
Arabian stelae on the South Arabian ones. Yet the
short chronology has since then been abandoned by
almost all the scientific community to the benefit
of a longer chronology in which the earliest South
Arabian monumental inscriptions and stelae date back
to the 8th century BC. Therefore, nothing confirms
the anteriority of the Tayma“ stelae. Stela nb 21, for
instance, compared above to those of Tayma“, dates
back to the 6th century BC. And yet, G. Garbini’s
Northern influence theory is still regularly taken up in
many works dealing with funerary practices in South
Arabia.*

The second category of Tayma“ stelae consists
of two coarse stelaec. One of them would come
from the “Industrial Site” graveyard at Tayma‘**
between the 2nd millennium and the second half of
the Ist millennium BC. The stela is close to some
South Arabian Eye Stelae, which are potentially
contemporaneous. It is not possible to determine

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whether it was produced earlier or later than the South
Arabian stelac. The other (TA 514) was found at
Tayma“ (Area S) by the Saudi-German archaeological
joint project, in a disturbed stratigraphic context (Tomb
T. 1007). Radiocarbon datings place the occupation of
the area between the 11th and the 5th century BC.*
The stela is a simple limestone slab on which the face
elements are roughly pecked. This uninscribed stela
presents a few similarities with a Jawf stela dated
palaecographically to the 6th century BC.3*¢ As for
the previous one, nothing indicates that this second
Tayma“ stela would be older than the Jawf stelae.

2. The Nabataean stelae

Stelae from Petra,?” wadi Ramm,*® and Mada’in
Salih®* are often paralleled with the South Arabian
stelae,*® but the influence of one region on the other is
not necessarily mentioned. The issue is indeed rather
difficult: these stelae generally do represent the eyes
and nose on a stone slab but they show only little
stylistic similarities. They also diverge form the South
Arabian or Tayma’ stelae by being not funerary stelae
but betyls, i.e. representations of deities. More over,
most of them date to the first centuries of Christian
era*! and could therefore not be the origin of the South
Arabian funerary stelae.

3. Stelae from Hirbet Rizqeh

The last anthropomorphic stelae to be compared
to the South Arabian ones come frome the Jordanian
site of Hirbet Rizqeh.** They are full-length statues,
possibly expressing a heritage from statue-menhirs

known in South Arabia in the Bronze Age® and in
Central Arabia at a period yet to be determined.*
Some of these stelae with unsophisticated eyes and
nose representations show an iconography similar to
that of the Aramean stelae of Tayma’ or of some of
the Jawf bas relief stelae.®

These stelae set in circle form what D. Kirkbride
interpreted as a sanctuary devoted to an ancestors’
cult. This interpretation is not improbable, since the
stelae themselves are reemployed as fragments in
later graves and therefore not properly speaking in
funerary context. However, the main issue is not the
function of these stelae but their dating. The only
known element is that the setting of the sanctuary and
the making of the stelae belong to a period from the
chalcolithic times to the end of the 1st millennium
BC.%* Nothing supports a dating to the 1st century BC/
AD as it has been suggested.*” Without any precise
dating possibility, one should not venture to consider
there is a filiation link between southern Jordanian
stelae and the other Arabian ones.

Thus, it cannot be maintained that Petra, wadi
Ramm, Hirbet Rizqeh, Mada’in Salih, or Tayma’
stelaec were made earlier than those of the Jawf and
that they have therefore influenced the South Arabian
productions. On the contrary, the connections
that have been established are all indicating
contemporaneousness or posteriority of the former.
The only phenomenon that can be suggested is a
convergence.

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CONCIUSION

The study of this large corpus of stelae is
interesting in several respects. Onomastics firstly, the
list of names provided by this collection of funerary
stelae increasing the corpus of South Arabian proper
names. Funerary practices, secondly, since these
stelae do not seem to reveal the funerary practices
of high-ranking people but merely those of humble
people who wished their memory to be honoured by
engraving their face and name on a slab. Finally, this
collection lead us to believe that the use of funerary
stelae in the Jawf has probably nothing to do but
with the evolution of local practices; it seems hardly
thinkable that this practice had been brought by people
happily crossing the Arabian Peninsula, settling there
and spreading foreign customs and innovations.

Nevertheless, the study of these stelae and the
parallels that have been drawn revealed many cultural
connections and convergences between people from
Northern and Southern Arabia, reflected in onomastic
and iconographic similarities. This might be the
consequence of a common Western Arabian cultural
fund, basis for the evolution of different cultures.*®

It also highlighted how difficult it is to know
what the beliefs of ancient South Arabians might have
been. We lack mythological and religious literature.
We ignore whether ancient people believed in the
hereafter life. Our knowledge deepens thanks to the
excavations of several necropoles: the Hayd Ibn

in the 50’s and more recently by the Italian mission,
the Baraqish, al-Makhdara and Kharibat al-Ahjur
necropoles explored by the Italian mission, the Shuqra
necropolis unearthed by a Yemeni mission, the Shu‘tb
graveyard and the Awwam necropolis explored by
the German mission. Tombs have been found, with
body remains, sometimes mummified, surrounded
by grave goods (pottery, stone vases, jewels, bronze
artefacts, weapons). This suggests the possible belief
in the existence of a hereafter life. The stelanb 2 (YM
28033) put the grave under the protection of a deity
mentioned for the first time, Mutabazlim, establishing
a link between the dead and the world of gods.

In the Jawf, people started to make funerary
stelae by showing only the eyes. Then, it evolved
toward the representation of the whole face, incised or
in relief. In the kingdoms of Qataban and Awsan, the
representation of the whole body in round appeared.
From the 2nd century BC, aniconic funerary stelae
appeared in some regions of South Arabia, under the
influence of Central Arabia, introducing the tradition
of the nefesh, a stone containing the soul of the dead.
In other areas, the influence of Greek and Roman
funerary art is being felt during Christian era. But at
that time, most of the Jawf cities had been abandoned
and never experienced these changes.
