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Summary: The main goal of this paper is to emphasize the role of the cognitive linguistics approach to the
analysis of emotions, as expressed in legal discourse. In spite of the extensive application of the conceptual
metaphor as a fundamental cognitive tool in studying the ways, in which language shapes cognition and vice
versa, there is a lack of research into how emotion metaphors function in such a specialized discourse as the
legal one. In this paper, I will advocate the importance of emotions in legal discourse, I will also show how
the cognitive linguistics approach can be beneficial to the study of a phenomenon as complex as emotion within
a specialized discourse.
